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PROMOTING RESPECTFUL AGRICULTURE

FOR ANIMAL WELFARE

CONTEXT

France remains the European leader in cattle and grani-
vore farming, mainly in intensive systems. France re-
mains heavily dependent on low-cost livestock farming.
Over 80% of the animals consumed for their meat in
France come from intensive livestock farms. Surveys
carried out by various civil society organisations regu-
larly reveal the disastrous consequences of these pro-
duction methods for animals, human beings and the
environment. However, there is another way forward,
and farming practices that respect animal welfare de-
serve to be supported and encouraged.

All over the world, and in France in particular, alternatives
are emerging for more sustainable food and farming
methods that take account of the close links between
animal welfare, public health and the environment.

ACTIONS

As a source of proposals and expertise, CIWF engages
in dialogue with all stakeholders upstream and down-
stream of the livestock industry to promote innovative
and economically viable alternatives for animal welfare.
CIWF France also leads advocacy actions and cam-
paigns aimed at transforming French and European
legislation to obtain better animal welfare standards
and improve their effective implementation.

CIWF's actions and commitments, the results of recent
years speak for themselves: thanks to training for coop-
eratives, processors and distributors, animal welfare
has been improved for more than 11 million farm an-
imals. 100 million chickens sold by 30 different brands
were labelled in 2022, which represents 40% of French
farms using the “Animal Welfare” label. The legislative
framework has also been strengthened in favour of an-
imal welfare, with a ban on caged hens, an end to live
castration and tail docking for piglets, and a stop to the
culling of male chicks.

FACILITATING COEXISTENCE BETWEEN
MAN AND WILDLIFE

Many economic and leisure activities can interact with
wildlife in the nature. Good cohabitation is important for
biodiversity to flourish while allowing human activities
to proceed smoothly. Since 2021, the Human-Wildlife
Initiative has developed 19 projects to bring forward
innovative proposals and concrete recommendations
on how to take greater account of large wildlife in land
management. It brings together local players in nature
conservation, agriculture, tourism, livestock farming,
hunting and administration. It proposes actions in the
field aimed at preventing or mitigating conflicts be-
tween wildlife and human activities, improving knowl-
edge of species, raising awareness and promoting
agricultural production, as well as cultural, sporting or
ecotourism activities linked to wildlife. Nine species of
large wild fauna are concerned in rural and moun-
tain areas including wolves, deer, wild boar, chamois,
foxes and mustelids.

PROTECTING WILD ANIMALS

The Ngorongoro Conservation Area is one of the last
remaining strongholds for black rhinos and big-tusked
elephants. The PAMS Foundation is combating illegal
trafficking and poaching by training rangers and rais-
ing public awareness. As a result the elephant and rhi-
no population has increased since 2021.

Darwyn’s Refuge, an association that rescues abused
and abandoned equines, helps to protect these an-
imals and raise public awareness of animal welfare.

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RAISING CHILDREN’S AWARENESS OF LOCAL

BIODIVERSITY

CONTEXT

In Europe, 17% of plant and animal species are now
threatened or extinct, and the risk of extinction has
increased by almost 14% in less than ten years. Bio-
diversity is one of the nine planetary limits that must
be considered to ensure that our biosphere functions

properly.

Although children are familiar with most of the em-
blematic species of our planet, local biodiversity, which
is of crucial importance, is still little known. Furthermore
digital technologies have disconnected younger gen-
erations from their natural environment.

ACTIONS

The aim of the “Acting for local biodiversity in Switzer-
land” educational project enable students aged 10 to
12 to (re)connect with the nature around them and
to give them the desire and the means to protect the
environment. In order to do so,four classroom activi-
ties are organised around the film “Le Chéne” (the Oak):

An in-class activity to develop students’ knowledge
of biodiversity and, in particular, the relationships
that exist between living beings.

Screening of the film “Le Chéne” (The Oak) to raise
awareness through images.

A forest outing to look at ways of preserving this nat-
ural habitat in particular and biodiversity in general.
Session during which students are invited to pro-
pose actions they can take at their own level to pro-
tect biodiversity.

During this first pilot year, 389 students from 20 class-
es in the cantons of Vaud and Geneva took part in
classroom activities and forest outings. All the sup-
porting documents, such as the teaching kit, have been
adapted for cycles 2 and 3. From 2024, the project will
also be carried out in schools in the canton of Valais.

DISCOVERING BIODIVERSITY THROUGH
CINEMATOGRAPHY

The film “Le Chéne” (The Oak) is a real immersion in the
forest, designed to raise public awareness of local bio-
diversity. The film has been released in over 22 coun-
tries and will shortly be shown in Asia and America.
Nearly 500,000 people have seen the film in France
and 300,000 worldwide, including 15,000 in Switzer-
land, not to mention the 6,000 screenings in schools.

80% of children.

The “Eco Schools” project has reached 194 students
and 105 teachers, working in 28 schools to teach
about oceans and raise awareness of coral reef, man-
grove and seagrass ecosystems. In 2023, the number of
Eco Schools in the Bahamas had increased by 10% and
the number of schools with “Green Flag” status by 8%.

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REDUCING THE GAPS IN UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE SCIENTIFIC COMMUNITY AND THE POLITICAL WORLD
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CONTEXT

Emerging technologies such as artificial intelligence,
synthetic biology and neurotechnologies will soon have
profound economic, ethical, social, political and secu-
rity implications for our societies. However, thinking
about the societal implications of these technologies
remains enclosed. Too often, we see technological de-
velopments that are not supported by policy makers,
and policies that are disconnected from technology.
There is a need for ‘translators’, people who can talk
to both the scientific and political commmunities and
bridge this gap, they are called the Polymaths.

ACTIONS

The Polymath Initiative is a grants programme for three
researchers in neurotechnology, artificial intelligence
and synthetic biology who became ambassadors for
Polymaths thinking in the scientific community. The
aim is to create a community of researchers in emerg-
ing technologies who are aware of the implications
in terms of ethics, security and governance.

In 2022-2023, eight pieces of research were published
by the GCSP (Geneva Centre for Security Policy) on
the above-mentioned themes, which were reported
in the local and global media. Four events were held
on emerging technologies, such as the international
summit on artificial intelligence with over 2,500 par-
ticipants. From 2023, the Polymath Initiative will fo-
cus on generative artificial intelligence, Chat GPT and
Deepfakes, which will have an impact on the educa-
tion, work and security of future generations.

STIMULATING ETHICAL REFLECTION
ON THE WORLD OF TOMORROW

Sparks!Serendipity is a forum coupled with a series of
public events aimed at debating science, technolo-
gy, engineering and mathematics topics that are rel-
evant to society and contribute to CERN's Science for
Peace mission. In 2022, the Science for Peace event
on future technologies for health consisted of a pod-
cast, a series of short talks designed to generate ideas
and a forum for these to be nurtured and developed.
The conference hosted more than 250 participants,
the teaser was viewed 12,750 times and the talks
reached 36,000 views.

PROMOTING CLIMATE PROTECTION
EDUCATION FOR YOUNG PEOPLE AGED
14 TO 19

The “eCO2profil” program stands out for its rapid ac-
tion by students and its real improvements for cli-
mate protection. By calculating their own, their class’s
and their school’s carbon footprint, students become
aware of their contribution to global warming, and to-
gether identify their school's main sources of green-
house gases (GHGs). Pupils then carry out concrete
projects to improve their personal impact or that of
their school, for example by changing their eating hab-
its, mobility, school travel or by reducing energy con-
sumption in buildings. In 2023, 480 students from 5
schools, i.e. 26 classes, benefited from the “eCO2pro-
fil” program. Concrete climate protection projects are
currently underway.

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RAISING YOUNG CHILDREN’S AWARENESS OF LIFE,
HUMAN AND EARTH SCIENCES

CONTEXT

Children are curious and eager to ask questions about the
world around them without always having the answers.

It's not always easy to make science fun and interest-
ing for young people.

The “Curieux de Science” podcasts have been created
to help children understand and enjoy science by an-
swering questions such as: “Why did prehistoric men
draw animals?” or “Why do giraffes have long necks?”

In these podcasts, young listeners follow the Petits Cu-
rieux de sciences to the Museum national d’'Histoire
naturelle in Paris, where they meet a researcher who
answers their questions and shares his or her knowl-
edge, experience and passion!

These adventures give young people a better idea of
what science is all about, as well as getting to know the
people who have made it their profession. Each epi-
sode begins with an immersive adventure: young lis-
teners explore the Lascaux cave, or travel aboard the
International Space Station.

This adventure takes them straight to the Museum na-
tional d'Histoire naturelle, a leading institution in the
natural sciences, where more than 500 researchers
work every day to understand, discover and dissem-
inate knowledge.

For the first two seasons, the podcasts were a real suc-
cess, with over 518,300 listens, including 258,000 for
the second season.

For this second season in 2023, this 10-episode audio
adventure will encourage students aged 7 to 12 an-
swer the following questions:

Was there life before the dinosaurs?

Why has the dodo disappeared?

Are humans animals?

How do cats see in the dark?

Why is the rain sweet and the sea salty?

Are there still animals we haven't discovered?

How did humans learn to speak?

How do fish breathe?

Do trees sleep at night?

Is it true that the ancestor of whales looked like

a dog?

Exposure to inappropriate content and erroneous infor-
mation via social networks runs the risk of altering the
quality of the social bond between children, as well as
with adults. It is therefore important to encourage chil-
dren to grow up with discernment and humanity be-
have responsibly In 2022 and 2023, more than 10,000
philosophy workshops organised for over 23,000 chil-
dren in France.

The aims of this project are to raise teachers' awareness
of the need to incorporate ecological challenges into
their teaching methods through the free online train-
ing platform “EtreProfs” and to set up interdisciplinary
projects on ecological issues. In autumn 2023, a sur-
vey of 1,000 teachers was carried out on their teach-
ing practices relating to the ecological transition, which
will serve as a barometer for developing online train-
ing in 2024.

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RESPONDING TO THE HUMANITARIAN EMERGENCY
IN UKRAINE AND NEIGHBOURING COUNTRIES
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CONTEXT

After almost two years of Russian invasion of Ukraine,
more than a third of the population has been forced
to flee the country search of safety, protection and as-
sistance. More than 8 million people have fled Ukraine
and 6 million have been internally displaced. The Of-
fice of the United Nations High Commissioner for Ref-
ugees (UNHCR) estimates that 17 million people are
in need of emergency humanitarian assistance in-
side Ukraine.

UNHCR is working on the ground in Ukraine and neigh-
bouring countries with national authorities, other UN
agencies, displaced communities and local and interna-
tional partners to provide urgently needed assistance.

Inside the country, the UNHCR distributes cash grants
and delivers immediate relief items such as blankets,
mattresses, emergency shelters and other supplies.
There are also specialist protection services to identi-
fy people who need particular help, such as children
travelling alone or people with disabilities.

ACTIONS

In neighbouring countries, the UNHCR has deployed
staff specialised in emergency situations and sent stock-
piles of essential items such as thermal blankets and
mattresses. UNHCR is present in border areas and re-
ception centres to help identify and provide dedicat-
ed care for the most vulnerable refugees. Telephone
helplines and information material are made available
to displaced people. In conjunction with the national
authorities, emergency cash assistance has been put
in place to help refugees cover their most immediate
needs until they can find work or receive social support.

In 2022, 4.32 million people in need were supported
by UNHCR and its partners protection, emergency
shelter and housing, essential items and cash assis-
tance. Among them, more than 1.2 million people re-
ceived counselling, psychosocial support and referrals
to other services according to their needs.

HELPING CHILD REFUGEES FROM UKRAINE

Nearly two thirds of Ukrainian children are displaced
within Ukraine or in neighbouring countries. Children
fleeing war run a high risk of family separation, violence,
abuse, sexual exploitation and human trafficking. The
“Blue Dot", protection and safety centres have been set
up along the border crossings with neighbouring coun-
tries. These family-friendly reception areas provide ref-
ugees with essential support and information to help
them on their journey. By 2022, 51 Blue Dot reception
centres have been set up in Ukraine’s neighbouring
countries and more than 400,000 children and fam-
ily carers had benefited from services.

In 2020, according to the Swiss Federal Statistical
Office, suicide was the second leading cause of death
among young people in Switzerland. A group of school-
children in Geneva set themselves the task of talking
about suicide and getting people to talk about it, pro-
viding information, raising awareness and increasing
the possibilities for prevention. Stop Suicide's mission
is to prevent suicide among young people (aged 15-
29) in french-speaking Switzerland. Every year, the
association runs a prevention campaign, organises
workshops for young people, provides training at col-
leges and universities, and advises education and me-
dia professionals.
